What is RC&D? 

RC&D, short for Resource Conservation and 
Development, is a national program of the 
United States Department of Agriculture.  
RC&D brings Federal support to local commu-
nities. The RC&D program is represented locally 
by RC&D Councils that usually serve more 
than one county.  Each Council is led by a vol-
unteer Board of Directors composed of local 

community members. 
 

What kinds of projects do RC&D 

Councils support? 

RC&D projects are as diverse as the communi-
ties we serve.  A project can be a recycling drive 
at a local school, helping first-time homebuyers, 
or stabilizing shoreline erosion.  As long as a 
project is connected to our core values of Land 
Conservation, Land Management, Water Man-
agement and Community Development, there is 

no limit to the possibilities.
